These hands-on sessions will provide opportunities to participate in and discuss exemplary adult numeracy learning activities which are difficult to visualise through reading text alone. 





The Practical strategies for teaching adult numeracy workshop will include: 


Pair and small group activities to explore meaning 


Hands-on materials for clarifying concepts and teaching calculation skills


Games for clarifying and practising number skills


Using manipulable objects for solving  problems and exploring concepts


Language-based pair and group activities for developing and clarifying numeracy     	related concepts and terminology.





These strategies will be applied to a variety of skills and knowledge selected from:


Whole number place value  and operations (+ - x ÷)


Fraction, decimal and percentage concepts, notation and operations


Metric measurement concepts and language (length, width, volume, area ) 


Estimation of calculations and metric measurement


Interpretation and creation of graphs and charts 





The Practical strategies for teaching adult numeracy workshop is designed for Literacy Language and Numeracy (LLN) practitioners interested in learning how to strengthen and/or diversify their numeracy teaching skills. It will be aimed at a mix of experienced teachers with mathematical backgrounds and literacy teachers wishing to learn about numeracy teaching strategies: participants whose respective skills and experience will complement each other to create a supportive atmosphere and educative exchange of views during the workshops.
